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Times Tables test 


Times tables: As a school we are focusing on times tables. It is the expectation of the National Curriculum that children learn their times tables with rapid recall. This means your child will need to learn each times table off by heart- without having to ‘work it out’. All children have log in details to access Times Tables Rockstars, which can be used on any smart device via an app as well as on a computer. 


Spelling test 


Spellings: The Government have outlined both spelling patterns and exception words that your child must learn.


Children will receive spellings each week and will be tested the following week. Please make sure you are practising the spellings regularly throughout the week. It is important that your child can spell these words and use them within the context of a sentence.








Children need their PE kit in school at all times. Although we try and stick to the same 2 days for PE it is inevitable that for some weeks this will change due to unforeseen circumstances. For this reason, we ask that each child has their PE kit in school at all times.


A PE kit should include a Cam Woodfield Junior t-shirt, black or blue shorts and daps or trainers. It is recommended that children have warm clothes for outdoor PE. This can include a jumper and jogging bottoms.


Finally, if all children’s clothing can be named it makes it easier to return if lost.

In History, we will be finding out where WWII fits into Britain’s past. Using research skills, key events from WWII will be analysed from different viewpoints. 


During Geography, we will be developing our mapping skills by looking at OS maps from the past and present, identifying the differences and similarities of a given place. Working with maps will highlight the importance of different scales and we will be looking at how we can record a variety of different measurements.








During Design and Technology, we will be learning about food. We will be looking at different foods that were available during WWII, considering how food was rationed. Towards the end of term, we will be using WWII recipes to make a variety of foods.

In Art, we will be developing and applying our sketching and painting skills by recreating a picture of the Blitz. Watercolours will be used to create this effect. Later in the term, we will be learning how to sculpt poppies, ready for Remembrance Day. 








In PE we will be covering tennis and netball. During tennis, learning how to play the net game. We will learn skills such as striking the ball and playing a rally. During netball, we will be learning how to play a game, incorporating the skills of throwing, catching, shooting and finding space.





This term we will be looking at various types of writing within English.


Using our theme as a context, we will be writing newspaper reports on the Blitz. In addition to this, we will be focusing on WWII stories and including flashbacks to the past.


In preparation for Remembrance Day, we will be writing poems.








In Maths, we will be looking at place value in numbers to ten million. Our first calculation work will be centred around multiplying and dividing decimal numbers by 10, 100 and 1000. Before the end of term, we will also be looking at angles and 3D shapes.








Within Music, we will be learning how to compose a piece of music using a variety of instruments. We are hoping to compose our music during our Remembrance Day celebrations.








In Science, we will be learning all about light. As part of this unit, we will find out how light travels and how blocking light can cause shadows.


Alongside this, we will explore how to create electrical circuits, adding components to make the circuit more complex. 





Through Religious Education we will be learning to understand and compare different views on the creation of Earth. When we learn about Hinduism, we will be exploring Hindu’s four aims of life.
